Each
suite includes bedrooms, bathrooms, kitchen, common
area, along with other building amenities.

You will be paired with an alumni host serving as a guide
on the side during your time in Northeast Ohio. Hosts
may assist with career advice or introductions to area
professionals. Additional opportunities for networking
between students and professionals will be facilitated

through planned summer events and activities.
